This is the prototype model built by Greg Germino to launch the ‘Fillmore Classic’ line, Serial number #001. The Fillmore Classic is an accurate replica of the 100 watt Super Lead/Super Bass amps originally made from early to mid 1967. Low filtering is used with initial power supply of 50uf, screen supply 16uf. and phase inverter 32uf. Cathode follower tone stage and preamp section each use 32uf. This is a key element in the amps feel and response. 

The Fillmore Classic uses a pair of proprietary transformers from Heyboer which are true replica's of the Drake 1203-80 power transformer and 1202-119 output transformer.   

The output transformer was based on an actual teardown of a 1202-119 which has a  2" stack of M-50 steel and uses a 1.7K primary for the four EL-34 output valves. Speaker impedance is selectable from 16 ohms, 8 ohms and 100v line as the original. Optional Merren Audio 1202-132 output tranny with 16/8/4 ohm taps is available by request. The 2 1/2" stack 1203-80 power transformer with it's unique high voltage secondary windings is based on a teardown of an original Drake unit. Laminate was improved to M6 for added stability and a proper 120v primary tap was added in place of the original 105/115v tap. Plate voltage is around 480vdc. All four primary taps are selectable by a switch for 120v, 200v, 220/230v and 240/250v use. 

The Fillmore Classic circuit is derived from the JTM-50.  This is an early plexi circuit and is voiced for a relatively flat frequency response with shared cathode preamp section, 56K slope resistor/250pf cap in the tone control section and .1uf output stage coupling caps. Truly the amp is an excellent choice as a foundation for pedals.

This is the classic early 100 watt EL-34 sound with great touch response and feel combined with full semi-crunchy to full crunch tones that are not overly saturated. For a live "Crossroads" or "Sunshine of you Love" tone this is the amp as long as you are willing to deal with the volume and air movement that go along with this splendid tone. 

Built on a full size 100 watt aluminum chassis with an array of quality parts consisting of  NOS carbon comp resistors,  TAD film/foil caps, Rifa, F&T and Sprague electrolytic capacitors all mounted on a vintage style phenolic tag board.  2 watt PEC potentiometers, Carling heavy duty switches, NKK impedance and voltage selector switches, Cliff jacks and NOS Cinch tube sockets. 

I upgraded the tubes. They are kryo-tech Winged "C" EL-34's. The pre amp tubes are stock GT and Tung Sol 12AX7's.
