Okay, here's my old Marshall Super Tremolo 100W head from 1971.  Serial number ST/A 3619C.  I've owned this for the last 19 years and just recently had it serviced.  The power transformer had been changed when I got it, my tech tells me this is a Marshall replacement from the eighties.  Apparently the original transformers had a tendancy to blow, he tells me he's seen this before.  Dave Sarge (Engineered Sound) did the work on this, if he can't fix it it's not broken.  He has a wonderful understanding of the mechanics of tone in vacuum tubes.  Thanks, Dave.  The filter caps were replaced because the old ones were making it sound yucky.  He changed the phase inverter blocking caps and grid load resistors, and stabilized the wiring layout to minimize parasitic oscillations.  It has a few issues, namely the holes in the back grillwork where a cooling fan had been mounted, the non original knobs, and one of the domed plastic feet is missing a chunk although it's still firmly attached and holds the amplifier level.  One of the back panel screws is obviously non original.  The tremolo footswitch is long gone, but I'm including a plug which will activate it.  It's basically just a midi plug with two pins connected.  The tolex is in good condition, the whole amp is in good cosmetic condition.  It sounds like one would imagine a 1971 100W Marshall to sound.  The first channel is somewhat like Henry Rollins, menacing but likeable and brilliant.  Imagine a very pleasurable version of being stung by bees.  The second channel has the tremolo and is warm and round and shimmery.  It's really a very nice amp.  I'm only selling it because I need the space and I have a cleaner version of the little 50W head.  I can't justify keeping two old Marshalls when I play neither.  It's used so it's sold as is, but with the understanding that it's working fine and is as described, warts and all.
