Mystique Amps "Mysticwreck", one of two Mysticwrecks ever build, her name is "Denise"

The cabinet and logo is made by local cabinet maker, not by Mystique Amps.

It is build into 1975 Marshall JTM50 chassis, but has a new p2p "Mysticwreck" pre-amp and a new EL34 poweramp with a new output transformer. This one is a prototype for this 50w amp desing, Mystique Amps only build one with EL34´s! This one was built in -99 and has gone throught a couple of changes since it was originally built, it has that Eddie VH hot plexi sound and when you back the volume knob of the guitar back it cleans nicely.

The controls are (from left to right) "Presence", "Bass", Middle", "Treble", "Volume", and "Gain Content". The gaincontent is normally preset inside on the real Wrecks, for different customers tastes, but Mystique Amps thought it would be nice to have this option so you can get a variety of sounds, so now you can get all these "pre-settings" with this knob on the front panel. "Gain Content" sets the gain for the second amp stage, when it is set to about 8 then it is stock Trainwreck and then you also have a little "extra" to give as well, and if you turn "Gain Content" down you can turn up Volume a bit more to achieve another gain character of the amp. The Treble pot has a push/pull for some differences in mid character when it is out it is more towards a stock Trainwreck, when in normal position (in) it has fatter mids.

The logo is made with Intarsia wood inlay, so the black and white are not printed but made from wood.

Like on all Mystique amps, here the letters are engraved by hand, on left reads "Mysticwreck"

Then there are three plugs to fill holes, when this amp was a Marshall there has been an effects loop. Next there is a Resonance control that gives a fatter sound the more you turn it up, you can use the amp with different Speaker cabs, so you can get a little fuller sound out if you are using a smaller cab, when the Resonance control is down it is back to stock Trainwreck setting.

The impedance selector is only 4 and 8 ohms (due to a different OT) 

Next to speaker jacks the Mysticwreck has a Cathode bias switch, if you have that on you drop a little volume and make the sound a tad softer, off and it is back to normal again.

Mr.Mystic descripted that the Mysticwreck has a sound that goes from chimey Vox to cranked up Plexi Marshall. Think about the bast Plexi tone you can imagine and add some magic to it. Something like EVH Brown Tone, or juicy fat Blues Tone with a strat, Kossoff tone from Free .... the low end is tight. not booming or loose like with some Marshall´s, high and is bright and focused, not a bit thin. The tone is so big, fat, sweet and powerfull. And this amp is no master-volume amp, you have to drive the power amp hard to get it rocking (power attenuator might be handy with this beast).

With the second gain stage volume, "Mid-boos" with Treble pot, "Cathode bias" switch and "Resonance" knob this amp is extremely versatile and you can easily dial your dream tone. This amp is also very responsive to different pre-amp tubes and a lot of sounds can be found by experimenting a bit.

To build amps this good you can´t go by just copying the desings, it would not produce good tone, you have to find the right components and also have a good ear, and then of course sprinkle some Magic dust on them !!
