Here we have a new 2007 Reinhardt “The Storm” Amplifier Head.  The amp is in absolute perfect original condition.  I have had this one close to a year and it has low hours, no modifications, stock tubes it shipped with from Reinhardt, never gigged, just home and studio use. Heck, the first time I removed the back panel was to take the pics! All of the Reinhardt amps are incredible and “The Storm” is no exception!  The tone, flexibility and build quality of these Reinhardt’s are truly exceptional and I would not be selling this one if I didn’t have another!  “The Storm” is based on the late 70’s style 50 watt platform and features 2 gain adjustments which is foot-switchable on this particular Storm.  The best way I can describe the difference in the 2 channels is by first mentioning that the "Gain 2" is not really an independent channel. It acts in conjunction with “Gain 1” as an additional gain stage. Basically, where on the dial “Gain 1” is set affects how “Gain 2” sounds. I have found that it is a very insightful and effective feature to dial in a variety of tones at any volume level.  The first channel or “Gain 1” can do everything from really nice fender cleans to full blown marshall plexi/JCM 800!  The other controls (L to R) Presence, Bass, Mid, Treb, and Volume are quite sensitive which allows you to dial in the perfect EQ for any guitar.  I’ve used everything from P90’s, Humbuckers, Single Coils and even Toasters with this amp all with excellent results! This amp also features Reinhardt’s custom black tolex with white "swoosh" style cabinet. Reinhardt offers 2 cabinet sizes with “The Storm” and this one is the larger size cab; really the same size as a Marshall Jtm-45.  One other very important point I should mention is that Reinhardt has superior customer service! Based on the classic 50 watt amps of the late 70's through the 80's, the Storm delivers all the kick ass rock tones you are looking for.  More gain than the Vintage 50, by quite a bit.  Amp is set up with 2 gain adjustments, and a push/pull pot for an additional gain boost. NOTE: (THIS PARTICULAR “The STORM” LISTED DOES NOT HAVE PUSH/PULL POT) 
Can dial in a nice clean tone, to a killer crunch, up to say the old Appetite for Destruction tone, and beyond. Want old VH punch and crunch?  Look no farther. Set up as a 2 channel amp, it has a low and a high channel.  Can be set up to switch via the inputs, or a toggle switch, or if a person needs it foot-switchable, thats possible as well. 
As with all of our amps, it responds very well to the guitars volume control, and to your pick attack.   No overly compressed, non dynamic mud.  The Storm  is very articulate, and touch sensitive.This amp is a non master volume amp, meaning it will not get you heavy preamp gain at whisper volume, it will require to be turned up a little bit.
   
Power section is 2 el34's, and the preamp uses 3 12ax7's.  Solid state rectification keeps this amp tight, even when wound up.
   Built with the same attention to detail, and high quality of all of our amps.  Heyboer transformers, hand assembled and wired with PEC Mil Spec pots, ARS filter caps, "Dijon" coupling caps, NOS carbon comp resistors in all critical locations.  Chassis are welded for extra support and durability, and switches are all  heavy duty units for long troublefree service.  I am constantly testing  tubes for the best possible combination of tubes.
