Auction is for a Rivera Rake 55watt Head. This somewhat rare amp is considered by many to be among the best Rivera ever offered. I'd have to agree! I've owned many of their amps over the years and this IS my favorite one. 
It's set up like all Riveras with separate controls for each channel: Volume, Bass, Middle, Treble, Master and universal Focus and Presence controls. Channel one is like an old hot rodded Marshall, and channel two is pure Fender goodness. Each channel also features a switchable boost, and the Fender channel 2 features a pull notch Middle control for shifting the hz range of the control up or down. Think Brownface to Blackface voicings here.

My favorite features are the "Focus" control that allows you to control speaker damping from loose to tight response, and the "Vintage/Modern" switch on the rear that goes between triode/pentode operation of the EL34 power tubes. This lowers/raises the watts and changes the harmonic overtones. Very Nice! Tube buffered effects loop with send & return level controls, a direct line out, speaker & extention speaker outs, and 4/8/16 ohm output switch also on the rear.
 
This amp has just been professionally recovered and is immaculate! While that was being done my tech checked it over and it passed with a clean bill of health. No monkey business inside. The face plate has a couple tiny marks, and the ouput transformer bracket is slightly bent. It was like that when I got it. Must have suffered a fall at some point, but it's a testiment to the rugged build quality these amps are known for. Preamp tube shields are all lost in action. Those are the only issues. Every thing works 100% including the foot switch, and of course it sounds superb.
